Every summer we welcome a special guest to Nativity.
It is usually a priest, sister or brother whose call is to
serve the Church in one of her missions. This weekend,
one of the retired priest’s from our Archdiocese will be
here. | am pleased to welcome Fr. Tom Garvey to Na-
tivity. Fr. Garvey works with an organization called the
Carmen Pampa Fund. Their mission is to offer support
to a college in rural Bolivia called the Unidad Aca-
demica Campesina Carmen Pampa. They have been
successful in generating social and economic change
through community centered education. Fr. Garvey will
speak about the great work this organization does. We
are invited to support his efforts through our prayer
and financial support. A second collection will take
place after communion for the Unidad Academica
Campesina Carmen Pampa.

The summer months provide us an opportunity to
make repairs to the building and improvements on the
campus. There is one repair that has been in the plan-
ning stage for some time. It concerns the playground
at the south end of the property. The playground has
been in its current location for many years. It has been
well used by Nativity students, parishioners, and chil-
dren living in the neighborhood. Like many things time
and use have taken its toll. The condition of the play-
ground equipment, along with its location has pre-
sented some safety concerns for the children who use
it. As a result, it was recommended that we replace the
equipment and relocate the playground closer to the
building.

This improvement was part of a larger list of repairs
that we identified in our “Faithfully Planning Our Future
Campaign”. (Your contributions to this campaign allow
us to pay our mortgage payments and make needed
repairs and improvements around the campus while at
the same time offering the programs and services that
are part of Nativity's mission). Thanks to your ongoing
generosity, along with additional contributions from the
parents of Nativity of Mary School we are able to make
this important improvement.

Construction and installation of a new one will con-
tinue through the month of July. Parents and Parish-
ioners of Nativity have offered to volunteer their time
and will provide the labor. They have also offered to
plant some grass seed and improve the condition of
the ball field.
